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closely mowed area between the tee and green

area that contains hole and flagstick

hazard filled with sand next to the green

areas on the golf course that create challenges for golfers

part of a course or where the ball when a "hole" is complete

area marked by white stakes or lines

grassy area next to the fairway that is less mowed with taller grass

designated starting place for each hole

area marked by red or yellow stakes or lines
